Summary – Project report in English

Learning Town - Learning on Immigration and Multicultural Education (LIME) is a learning partnership initiated by Kerava Adult Education Center in Finland. The partnership brought together eight different European countries: Finland, Cyprus, Switzerland, Italy, Netherlands, Latvia, Poland and Iceland. 

The aim of the partnership is to exchange experiences, approaches, knowledge and methods on immigrant adult education and multicultural activities.The partnership was created from the growing need to offer more and better non-formal education opportunities for immigrants who lack the language and other skills to enter the formal education systems and work life in their new home countries. 

The learning partnership activities included six transnational seminars with project meetings and workshops. In addition, project activites included local projects planned and implemented by educators and learners. The seminar presentations and other project material were published in the project website.

Project activities of Latvian partner

In 2011 Culture and Education Studio "Talent City" for the first time joined the EU Lifelong Learning Programme, Grundtvig Learning Partnership with a very nice-sounding name - LIME - an abbreviation of the full name of the project "Learning Town - Learning on Immigrant and Multicultural Education" (No. 2011 - 1-F11-GRU06-061584). The total project duration was 2 years. (2011 September 1, 2013 August 31).

The main objective of the Learning Partnership was to explore and learn from the rest of the European  states’ experience about the integration of immigrants and a multicultural urban development.

Within two years our NGO made 16 mobilities – to Cyprus, Switzerland, Italy, Iceland, Finland, our partners visited Latvia, and we developed and upgraded a training programme and training materials.

The final products - all partners created a joint website, which reflects the advancement of the project, contains published presentations and event photos. A summary table of immigration processes in Member States and NGO participation in integration processes.

  Latvian team final products - training programme "Discovering Latvia" and training material samples, as well as an international seminar organized on March 7, in the EU House in Riga in cooperation with associations Providus and Shelter Safe House.

In general, we are all winners - those from who we learned, and we who learned ourselves. We have understood the European Union's migration policy, the role of non-governmental organizations, have gained the understanding of the integration processes and are ready for new challenges.
